How to evaluate a speech
Content: (10 marks)
· Purpose clear

· Authentic

· Enough + deep + convincing arguments to support purpose

· Arguments sufficiently explained and illustrated with examples

· No unnecessary repetitions

· Arguments logically arranged

· Speaker thanks audience for attention

Language: (10 marks)

· correctness vocab and grammar (includes pronunciation)

· variety of vocab (thematically specific) and grammar

· statements logically linked (coherence)

· uses various stylistic devices for effect (metaphors, anaphora, similes, repetitions, allusions, rhetorical questions…)

· appropriate style

Presentation: (5 marks)
· argumentation easy to follow

· speaks clearly, fluently but not too fast

· is emotional, moves audience

· uses intonation, pauses, mime, gestures for effect
· keeps eye contact with audience
