How to interpret and comment on a cartoon
A cartoon is a drawing meant to mock (and thus criticise) certain aspects of society or human behaviour (mostly in an exaggerated way).

1. Describe the cartoon. Pay attention to important details (they might have a symbolic character). Explain the caption if there is one.
2. Define the cartoonist’s message. Who stands for whom? What stands for what? What exactly does he criticise?

3. Say whether you agree to his message.

4. Find arguments and examples to support your opinion. Do not refer to the characters in the cartoon any more. The cartoonist criticises REAL phenomena and REAL people. So your argumentation is supposed to refer to REAL life.

5. Draw a conclusion and evaluate the cartoon.
